


The Helper

John 16:7 
7 Nevertheless I tell you the truth. It is to your advantage that I go away; for 
if I do not go away, the Helper will not come to you; but if I depart, I will 
send Him to you. 

14:16 
…He will give you another Helper, that He may abide with you forever… 



The Helper

John 14:12 
12 “Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the 
works that I do he will do also; and greater works than these he 
will do, because I go to My Father. 

“greater”: meizon (greater, in degree/intensity, geographical impact)



The Helper

John 14:15-18 
15 “If you love Me, keep My commandments. 16 And I will pray the Father, 
and He will give you another Helper, that He may abide with you forever
— 17 the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither 
sees Him nor knows Him; but you know Him, for He dwells with you and will 
be in you.

“keep”: tereo (observe; not ‘watch’ but acknowledge and partake in) 

My commandments: what did Jesus command?

“pray”: erotao (request/entreat/beseech) 

Like the Hebrew sa’al (to petition)

“another”: allos (another, as in another of the same kind) 

“Helper”:  parakletos (comforter, advocate, aid called to one’s side)

“come”: erchomai (come, speaks of Christ’s invisible return from Heaven of 
the power which through the Holy Spirit will exert Himself in the souls of His 
disciples)
